First Staoe - Slow fjre, 50 yards, Standard Amerjcan 50-yard target, 2

strings (5 shots each); 5 minute per str"ing. (Scoring after i0 shots)'

Second Stage - Timed fire,25 yards, Standand Anenjcan 25 -yard target w'ith

only 9 and 10 rings blacked, known as the "Zl-yard rap'id fire pistol target",2 stnings
(5 shots each); 20 seconds per string. (Scoring after 10 shots).

Thind Stage - Rapid fire, 25 yards, Standard Amerjcan 25-yard target with
only 9 and 10 rings blacked, known as the "2l-yard rapid fire p'istol targel",2 strings
(5 shots each): 10 seconds per" string. (Scoring after 10 shots).

D. ARM: U.S. pistol, caliber.45 M1911, M1911A; or U.S. pistol, 9mm, M9 as

described jn CMP Competition Rules and Regulations, Chapter 4.

E. AMMUNITION: Any safe .45 caliber" 230 grain or 9mm, 115 through I25 grain,

full metal jacket, round-nose ammun'ition may be used. Competitors w'ill be requ'ired to
furnish their own ammunition.
